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March Meeting Highlights

The February meeting was called to order
with 25 members and guests attending.

Show & Tell

Holger Petersen presented a nicely finished
Sig Kadet 40 he acquired on the floor at the
January RC expo in Waukesha. The model
needed some finishing, but is ready to fly
with an O.S. .46.

Matt Teresinski brought in a pair of center
wing sections from his two 1/3 scale Balsa
USA Fokker D-VIIs: One was a finished
plane that had crashed last year and Matt is
in the process of rebuilding, the other is a
new kit in process. The newer model had
not yet been sanded completely and the
difference between the two wing sections
really demonstrate how much work goes
into these large scale kits.

Matt discussed the building techniques in-
volved and his covering technique. The
covering material used for these models is
only 3/1,000ths of an inch thick, and with

paint, only about 3.5/1,000ths. For compar-
ison, a sheet of paper is about 4/ 1,000ths of
an inch.

A returning member (whose name was una-
vailable at the time of this writing, but will
be included in the next Flight Lines), pre-
sented a demonstrat
Ghost o6 simultaneous
system from 1957 that uses pulse width and
pulse rate to control 2 channels. The de-
monstrator operated on 27.255 Mhz. This
particular setup had the elevator controlled
by the pulse rate and the rudder by pulse
width. The actuator was a rotating bent
control rod that moved both surfaces and
was constantly in motion when turned on.
When a control input was received, the os-
cillating motion of the control rod would
move more in the appropriate direction to
effect the direction change. While the con-
trol surfaces were constantly in motion,
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even with no input, aircraft controlled with
this system would reportedly still fly quite
smoothly.
