Chuck Hocking brought a Polaris.
At three pillars, Chuck is in charge
of the wood shop, where he man-
dates that anyone using the room
keep the door open, in case they
collapse, so they can be heard if
they call for help. Chuck demon-
strated this by having a minor
stroke in the wood shop while he
was working on the plane he
brought tonight, and wound up
twisting his leg and breaking his
fibula. Apart from some difficulty
with his leg, he has made a mirac-

ulous recovery. The plane is a Po-

laris chuck built to fly off grass (it
is not watertight). Chuck made a
couple of scoops out of spoons to
direct air over the ESC, which is
nearly in the nose.

Committees

Association:

Dennis G reports that at their last meeting,
there were some changes made to the next expo.
This year, the auction started at 0900, but next
year it will start at 0800, and will be held on
January 27th. this year, the association made
$1,826, up from around $800 last year. This is
the highest profit in 6 years, though attendance
and table sales were both down. Expenses were
down enough from the new venue to more than
make up the difference. Most feedback on the
new venue was positive. The association is
pushing MakerFaire, May 18 through may 20th.
Jim Zahorik added that it was much easier to
for sellers to get their models in, thanks to an
array of double doors on the north side of the
venue. The venue also put out a big sign on
highway 45, weeks before the auction, advertis-
ing it. Jim had looked into Olympia and Coun-
try springs as Venues, but Olympia was more
expensive, and changed ownership, cancelling
all events. The same happened at Country
Springs: It changed ownership and shut down

for renovation. Wash county. Will be adding ta-
bles to their stock so we wont have to look out-
side for table rental, driving costs for the venue
down more. For the $5 admission, $.50 goes to
the county, and the remaining $4.50 goes to the
Association. Table rental fees all go to the Asso-
ciation. This increased revenue should increase
available funds for field improvement grants
from the association. For example, the Flying
Electrons have added solar charging stations
(rather than run power to the field, which would
have been more expensive), and received $500
from the association to defray the costs of the
improvement.

There will be a collectors hobby swap meet, Sat-
urday April 14th. This will be in Meca and is

put on by the antiqgue model engines club.

New Business:

Dan had done some thinking and realized that
the current plan of only 140 feet, only uses one
roll. If we extended the runway west another 60
feet, we would use the majority of the material.
